The XYZ School District serves 43,000 students in a district that is spread out over 175 square
miles.

Each of the 38 school libraries has a certified school librarian in their space to partner and
collaborate with teachers as well as lead professional learning with the campus staff.

Via a bond project, each school library received a 3D printer and iMac computer so that
students could have equitable access to technology tools they may not have access to at
home. Students design and print items on the 3D printer and reserve the computer for video
editing of school projects, video announcements and more.
